§ 707.75 Confidentiality.

(a) A person may assert a claim of confidentiality for any information which is submitted to EPA in a notice.

(b) Any claim of confidentiality must accompany the information at the time it is submitted to EPA. In the
notice, the submitter must clearly identify the information that is claimed confidential by marking the

specific information on each page with a label such as “confidential business information”, “proprietary”,
or “trade secret”.

(c) Notwithstanding any claim of confidentiality, information outlined in § 707.70 will be included in the EPA
notice to the foreign government. With this exception, EPA will disclose information that is covered by a
claim of confidentiality asserted in accordance with this section only to the extent permitted by, and in
accordance with, the procedures set forth in TSCA and part 2 of this chapter.

(d) Claims of confidentiality must be made in accordance with the procedures described in 40 CFR part 703.
